The Utica Academy of Science Charter School (UASCS) will provide support, challenges and opportunities for its
students, and it will instill the necessary skills and knowledge in math, science, and technology to empower
students, through high intellectual standards, preparing them for college, career, and citizenship. The school seeks
to graduate students who can think critically and creatively, who are committed to a lifetime of learning and civic

involvement, and who are conscious of local, global, and environmental issues.

College Preparation

Fully aligned with our mission to graduate college-ready and civic-minded students, the importance of college
readiness is deeply embedded in the culture at UASCS. High-quality instruction and rigorous curriculum are
supported by a variety of programs during the school day, after school, and over the summer to ensure that every

student has meaningful opportunities to prepare for college.

UASCS fosters a strong college-bound culture in all its buildings, offering extensive and targeted supports for
college preparation. Since our first graduating class, we have consistently maintained a graduation rate higher
than both the New York State and Utica City School District averages — a testament to the effectiveness of our

programs and the college-going environment we have created.

We have built strong partnerships with local and regional colleges to expand opportunities for our students.
UASCS offers dual-credit college-level courses in collaboration with area colleges, including articulation agreements
with the Syracuse University SUPA Program, Utica University, Mohawk Valley Community College (MVCC), and
SUNY ESF. Eligible sophomores, juniors, and seniors can access these courses on our high school campus or at
college campuses free of charge. In the 2025-2026 school year, we will increase the number of students enrolled
in dual-credit courses and provide additional support to ensure they successfully complete them. Notably, in the
Class of 2025, five seniors have earned Associate degrees from MVCC, and 28 seniors have earned an average

of 47 college credits each through dual-credit coursework.

Students in accelerated programs are encouraged to attend MVCC part-time or full-time during their junior and
senior years based on their academic standing. To support these students, UASCS will maintain an office on the
MVCC campus so they can continue to meet with our school support team. Starting in the summer, eligible scholars
— beginning with incoming freshmen — can take a dual-credit U.S. Government course to get a head start on their

college credits.

We will also strengthen ties with SUNY Albany, SUNY Polytechnic Institute, and other regional institutions to
expand dual enrollment and early college experiences. Faculty members will be supported to become adjunct
instructors at MVCC, increasing our capacity to offer college-level coursework on-site.

Our students will benefit from more micro-credential options, job shadowing, and internship opportunities to explore
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a wide range of college and career pathways. Scholars will regularly participate in college fairs and trips, and we will
continue to host college representatives and guest speakers to help students make informed choices about their

futures.

Workshops on financial aid, scholarship opportunities, college applications, and essay writing will be scheduled
regularly for students and families. College readiness planning will start as early as 8th grade with individualized
goal-setting for every scholar.

At UASCS, we envision college readiness as more than just a program — it is a way of life, helping students build

the academic habits, time management, and self-advocacy skills they need to thrive in college and beyond.

Focused on STEM and Environment

At UASCS, STEM education is a cornerstone of our mission to prepare students for college and careers in
technical and scientific fields. From grades 6—12, our curriculum emphasizes real-world problem-solving, exploration
in science and mathematics, interactive engagement, and collaborative projects. Field trips, hands-on activities,
and authentic learning experiences enrich our students’ understanding of STEM concepts and environmental

connections.

Our partnerships and innovative programs provide students with meaningful pathways in STEM. Examples include
our collaboration with Utica University’s Nursing Program, Cybersecurity Pathways with dual-credit college courses,
industry-recognized EC-Council cybersecurity certifications, and the MVCC Drone Program. Our students also gain
real-world exposure through visits to places like the Adirondack Wild Center, Herkimer Diamond Mines, and local

science museums.

Technology is embedded across K—-12, with daily access to computer labs, smartboards, iPads, one-to-one
Chromebooks, internet resources, and educational apps. Our K-8 students engage with a rigorous, research-
based science curriculum through Amplify Science. To further strengthen foundational skills, this year we launched
Quantum Prep, a flagship STEM enrichment program for grades 3-8, which ran for six weeks, three times a week,

and is expected to expand.

Our robotics team has grown significantly, competing in regional and statewide competitions in Utica, Syracuse,
Clarkson, and Buffalo. Scholars at both the middle and high school levels participate in regional STEM
competitions such as the CNY Catapult Challenge, CNY Bridges: Build ‘Em & Bust ‘Em, the CNY Rocket Team
Challenge, and the Utica University Regional Science Fair. Our science project teams have also showcased their
talents at prestigious events like the International Genius Olympiad in the USA and the International Greenwich

Olympiad (IGO) in the UK.
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This year, we introduced a Dual Credit First Aid course for seniors, enabling the majority of participants to earn their
CPR cettifications — a valuable life skill and career asset. In addition, our high school Physics scholars produced
the first-ever UAS maple syrup, tapping and collecting sap from maple trees on campus, demonstrating practical

applications of scientific concepts.

To expand interest and engagement, we have increased the number of STEM clubs offered to middle and high
school students and have added more guest speakers from STEM fields to our annual activity calendar. Co-
curricular activities, internships, and job-shadowing opportunities related to STEM are actively being expanded to

help students envision diverse futures in science and technology.

As a school with a strong focus on STEM and environmental awareness, UASCS remains committed to nurturing
curiosity, innovation, and real-world skills that empower our scholars to become the problem-solvers and leaders of

tomorrow.

Glocal Education

UASCS has a celebratory atmosphere and promotes positive attitudes through quarterly recognition and rewards
for academic efforts and citizenship evidence through certificates, gift certificates, and/or invitations to an annual
Dean’s List breakfast for students and their families. At the K-5 level, scholars are recognized in monthly
assemblies for various awards based on character traits, attendance, and other incentives. At UASCS, volunteering
is core to the school’s identity. Community service is an incredibly enriching experience that benefits all students —
personally, academically, and professionally. K-5 scholars participate in multiple events throughout the school year
to give back to their community, including fundraisers, food, coat, and toy drives and good stewardship for the
environment around Earth Day. UASCS sets the bar high and requires 6-12 students to have at least 50 hours of
community service for graduation. Community involvement directly carries the school experience into the real world
through higher education, work, family, and community and civic affairs. By recognizing challenges and taking part
in solving them, students become better problem solvers and gain real-life application experience. Such success
typically leads to a can-do attitude that spreads to academic and work pursuits. In turn, colleges and workplaces
view volunteerism as a positive and desirable applicant characteristic. These student volunteers are seen as more
dependable, responsible, able to follow instructions, become committed citizens, and have intrinsic motivation. In
recent years, UAS has committed to hiring its current graduates as full-time staff to serve their community after
graduation. Meeting its key design elements is a significant accomplishment, particularly regarding the glocal
education vision. We have had more than 15 VIP visits from prominent figures in the business, scientific, and
educational communities. Our focus has been promoting women in leadership positions and highlighting local

career opportunities in STEM. Also, developing strategic partnerships with prominent local organizations.
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Student-Centered School Structure

UASCS schools offer a small, safe, and nurturing environment for all students. Now operating on a new, state-of-
the-art campus serving our full capacity, each school section is structured to feel like a close-knit community. Each
division has an academic leader (Dean of School) and a Dean of Students and/or Behavioral Specialists who
support students’ social, emotional, and behavioral growth. By maintaining small school communities within our
larger campus, UASCS ensures that every staff member knows students personally, fostering a family-like

atmosphere built on trust, safety, and strong relationships.

This approach provides a disciplined and supportive environment for students and staff. Small class sizes reinforce
this: in grades 7—8 math and ELA, two teachers work with students to maintain an average student-to-teacher ratio
of 1:12, while grades K-2 classrooms have two teachers with an average ratio of 1:14. Students in grades 3-5
receive additional support from intervention teachers to address academic needs, and many high school courses

are also delivered in small-group settings.

Our commitment to a safe and nurturing school climate extends beyond academics. At the middle and high school
levels, two dedicated school counselors provide Social Emotional Learning (SEL) programming and activities in
partnership with community organizations such as the Neighborhood Center. Counselors also coordinate a

comprehensive Grades 6-12 school climate survey to ensure we listen to and act on student feedback.

Student leadership is cultivated through active National Honor Society and Student Council chapters, which offer
opportunities for students to represent their peers’ voices and develop leadership skills. Our college counselor and
teaching faculty collaborate during grade-level meetings to help each scholar set and monitor individual goals for

academic growth and college readiness.

Every Wednesday, middle and high school students participate in after-school club day, choosing from a wide
range of clubs that reflect their interests or even founding new ones. Clubs range from Henna Club, Computer
Games Club, Fitness Club, and Gardening Club to specialized options like the Medical Professions Club — all

designed to promote student engagement and connection.

In addition, our Deans of School and behavior teams are trained in Therapeutic Crisis Intervention for Schools
(TCIS) and have begun training building staff on these strategies to improve classroom behavior and overall school

climate.

Both parent and staff surveys consistently highlight that our small, family-like environment and the individual
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attention each student receives are what make UASCS a safe, supportive place for students to thrive —

academically, socially, and emotionally.

Parental Involvement and Home Visits

Students’ success and performance are affected not only by teachers but also by their parents and environment.
Therefore, parental involvement is a significant part of our school’s strategic goals. UASCS Parent Involvement
Committee (PIC) at the 6-12 level and Family School Alliance (FSA) at the K-5 level constantly work with the local
community, school administration, and teachers to plan activities and events and increase parental participation
throughout the year. The school's staff perform home visits to learn more about our students and to create a
supportive triad of parent-student-teacher relationships. Teachers and families communicate and rally around

students during home visits to maximize support. The majority of staff have completed 12+ home visits this year.

Performance-based accountability

The school must achieve academic and organizational excellence through outstanding instructional quality and key
design elements to remain a viable educational alternative in the community. Student performance, teaching, and
learning are measured monthly and/or quarterly through data collected and tracked by multiple assessment
instruments, including STAR Early Literacy, Math, and Reading, Benchmark Exams utilizing eDoctrina Software,
and full-length practice tests for state assessments. Elementary teachers assess students’ reading levels
throughout the year, utilizing Fountas & Pinnell. Teachers and school administrators document, analyze, and
review student performance. Teachers create intervention plans based on assessment results to improve individual
student achievement. This allows teachers to address all students’ strengths and areas for improvement with
targeted intervention services. There is an extensive teacher observation and enrichment program in which every
teacher is given feedback, with resources tailored to their individual needs using NYSED-approved models, such
as the Marzano Compendium for teacher evaluation. Both buildings have an instructional coach who performs
class observations and provides feedback to improve teacher instruction. Deans and coaches have received
training throughout the year on how to better coach teachers by focusing on key Marzano elements. Research
shows that performance-based accountability policies and the information they provide encourage teachers to work
harder, focus on research-based instructional practices, and develop their instructional capacities. Therefore,

teachers are incentivized based on student performance and extracurricular activities.

B. Emergency Conditional Clearances

Charter schools are strongly discouraged from using the emergency conditional clearance provisions for prospective
employees. This is because the school must request clearance through NYSED TEACH, and the school's emergency
conditional clearance of the employee terminates automatically once the school receives notification from NYSED
regarding the clearance request. Status notification is provided for all prospective employees through the NYSED
TEACH portal within 48 hours after the clearance request is submitted. Therefore, at most, a school's emergency

conditional clearance will be valid for only 48 hours after approval by the board.

Schools are not permitted to renew or in any way re-establish a prospective employee’s emergency conditional

clearance after status notification is sent by NYSED through the TEACH portal.
